Developer Paul Petrovich isn't crowing about finally opening his Fair Oaks Promenade shopping center.
He's got a 16-foot-tall stand-in to do that for him. Figuratively at least.

The long-delayed, Safe-way-anchored center, which opened Friday at Hazel and Madison avenues, is guarded by a giant chrome rooster – a symbol, Petrovich says, of the poultry-populated Fair Oaks area.

"Everybody's gushing about it," he says of the statue, made of shiny recycled auto bumpers. It's the third by Colorado artist Sean Guerrero that Petrovich has installed at his Sacramento-area retail centers.
